& Act1 2

Act 1 consists of seven scenes which portray the life of Jesus,
from the prophecy to His arrest by the Roman soldiers.

Scene 1) Prophecy/ News of Holy Birth

One night Mary hears an angel saying, “The virgin will conceive and give birth to a son, and they will call
him Immanuel.” Shepherds who were awake at night in the fields nearby find Jesus and give praises. The
whole village shouts, “The Messiah has come for us!” and dances with joy.

Scene 2) The Temptation of Jesus/ By the sea of Galilee

Jesus meets God in the Judean wilderness and struggles for 40 days. While Jesus faces suffering more
agonizing than death, Satan appears with three temptations, which Jesus overcomes with the Word of God.
Jesus, teaching at the Sea of Galilee, calls the fishermen as His disciples and invites them from then on to
become fishers of men.

Scene 3) By the Well /Prodigality

By the well of Samaria, Jesus meets a woman who changed husbands five times and shares with her about
eternal life. The woman, who was thirsty due to emptiness, is deeply moved by meeting Jesus and leaves
her water jar to run to her village. Following the dissipation of men and women who wander around like lost
sheep is followed.

Scene 4) Healing and rejoice/ Entry into Jerusalem

As Mary Magdalene, possessed with seven demons, enters screaming, everyone runs away in fear. Jesus
heals different kinds of sick people, and they greatly rejoice and dance. While Jesus enters Jerusalem,
people welcome Him by laying down clothes and branches, passionately cheering and shouting, “Hosanna!”

Scene 5) The Woman Who Committed Adultery/ Jesus and his twelve apostles/
Conspiracy by the Traitors/ Lamentation

A number of people bring in a woman caught in adultery to stone her. Jesus says to them, “Let anyone
without sin be the first to throw a stone at her.” forgives the woman, and says, “Do not sin again.” As the
end of His ministry draws near, Jesus teaches the disciples and makes time for the last supper. He washes
the feet of the disciples and tells them to do the same. On the other hand, the Pharisees and the opposing
crowd plot to arrest Jesus. Jesus cries at the sight of people who still don't understand. He cries, “Jerusalem,
O Jerusalem!”

Scene 6) Lord's Prayer on the Mount of Olives/ Judas Betrayal

Arriving at the Mount of Olives after midnight, Jesus faces the most agonizing and heartbreaking-yet
great-moment of His life. Covered in sweat due to praying, Jesus tells the sleeping disciples to stay awake
and to not be tempted. Tempted by Satan, Judas sells His teacher to the Pharisees. A crowd carrying weap-
ons come to arrest Jesus, and the disciples scatter in fear.

Scene 7) Jesus before the Sanhedrin/ The Death of Judas

After severely beating Jesus, the chief priests bring Jesus to Caiaphas. The chief priests tear their clothes
and announce their plotted conclusion that Jesus must be executed for the sin of blaspheming God. Judas
returns to the chief priests the thirty silver coins earned by betraying Jesus and appeals with regret.
However, Judas is rejected by the chief priests. In a deadlock, Satan, who made Judas fall into the tempta-
tion of greed, stirs up more guilt in him, which eventually drives him to death.

& Act2 2

Act 2 consists of six scenes which show Jesus being interrogated and portray
His journey from being resurrected after death to ascending into heaven.

Scene 1) Peter denies Three Times

As Peter stands near a fire and watches Jesus at the courtyard of the chief priest, a servant girl speaks to
Peter, and he denies Jesus three times. Hearing a rooster crowing two times from afar, Peter remembers the
words that Jesus had spoken about him and turns his face towards Jesus. At that moment, Peter locks eyes
with Jesus, who was looking at him, and begins weeping bitterly and pounding his chest.

Scene 2) Pilate's Court and Anguish

The stage changes into Pilate‘s court, and priestesses offer sacrifice to idols. As Pilate comes out to judge,
Jesus is brought in. The chief priests stir up the crowd and violently shout for Pilate to crucify Jesus. Pilate
is bound with distress and conflict between the crowd, plotting false accusations, and his wife, who tells
him not to get involved in this trial. Eventually Pilate, fearing the resentment of the crowd, listens to them.

Scene 3) Golgotha the Place of a Skull/ Dance of Contrition

The soldiers deride Jesus by clothing Him with a purple cloak and putting the crown of thorns on His head.
Jesus collapses again and again as He carries His cross up to the Place of the Skull. After Jesus dies, the sky
is divided, the earth shakes, and everyone scatters and runs away in fear. Witnessing this, Mary, Mary
Magdalene, and a number of people who followed Jesus mourn and wail.

Scene 4) Resurrection/ My Redeemer liveth

At early dawn, three women take fragrances to visit Jesus’ tomb and are astonished by the open tomb. An
angel appears to inform them that Jesus is alive. Mary Magdalene, who is the first witness to meet the
resurrected Jesus, confesses that she knows that the Lord is alive and dances with an overflowing heart.

Scene 5) By the sea of Galilee/ Jesus Reinstates Peter

Peter and other disciples get on the boat to fish, but they do not catch anything during the night. Jesus
comes to find the disciples, and as Peter acts according to Jesus’ command, many fish are caught. Jesus
prepares breakfast for the famished disciples and asks Peter three times, “Do you love me?” and adds every
time, “Feed my lambs.” Peter bows his head in gratitude for the unchanging love of Jesus, who forgave and
restored Peter, who denied Jesus three times. Peter also gives thanks for the mission given him.

Scene 6) The Ascension Into Heaven

Hallelujah, for the Lord God omnipotent reigns! The kingdom of this world has become the Kingdom of our
Lord. He shall reign forever and ever, King of kings and Lord of lords!
